The Norwegian Financial Mechanism finances activities to address the causes of convictions before the ECHR

Overcoming the reasons for convictions before the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR) and compliance with international human rights standards is the strategic goal set in the project implemented by the Procedural Representation of Republic of Bulgaria before the ECHR Directorate with the Ministry of Justice, which is funded by the Norwegian Financial Mechanism (NFM) 2014-2021.
The contract under the project “Strengthening the National Capacity for Effective Implementation of ECHR Judgements” was signed in March 2020 and is expected to be implemented within the next 3 years. 
During this period, the following shall be prepared:
· Analysis of the reasons for the ineffective implementation of the judgement of the ECHR and established mechanism for interaction in the implementation procedure;
· Draft statutory instrument regulating the procedure for implementation of the judgements of the ECHR and the responsible institutions;
· Capacity building measures for teaching human rights in universities;
· Action plans in connection with the judgements on Yordanova and others v. Bulgaria and Nencheva and others v. Bulgaria;
· Translations of judgements and other acts of the ECHR.
Contact persons will be appointed and trained in the administrations of the executive, judicial and legislative branches, a bulletin with the practice of the ECHR will be published.
The project partner is the Norwegian Centre for Human Rights, and the planned funding amounts to BGN 1,466,872.
